    2011 has been a banner year for Wings!  
We have had record attendance at Wings 
events.  We celebrated our 16th Anniversary 
with a gala St. Patrick’s Day Celebration. Arturo 
Garcia came to us through the NM Dept. of

volunteers have volunteered at the office    
helping with countless tasks   including those who 
need community service credit and come to us 
from halfway houses and other agencies.        
     Wings for L.I.F.E. averaged 56 people per 
meeting in 2011.   Grant funding allowed us to 
meet 4 times a month and Second Presbyterian 
Church and Trinity United Methodist Church gra-
ciously continued to give us meeting space. 
     The NM Women’s Recovery Academy contin-
ues to bring 10 of their residents to WFL weekly 
and we’ve seen positive change in the ladies.
