
Prison Family Bill of Rights 

As a/finned at the:.o:u National Prisoner sFamily Conj!rence 
andfonnally adopted at the::o:13 National Prisoner's Family Conference. 

The Prison Family has the Right to be treated with respect and dignity by any and all representatives of 
lhe prison system at all times. 

The Prison Family has the Right to expect and be assured the utmost care is established and 
maintained to provide a healthy and safe living environment that promotes effecthe rehabilitation, 
reintegration and parole planning throughout a loved one's incarceration. 

The Prison Family has the Right to be treated as and integrated as a positive resource in the process of 
rehabilitation and reintegration preparation and parole planning of an incarcerated lowd one. 

The Prison Family has the Right to receive consistency in the enforcement of rules; regulations and 
policies affecting a loved one's incarceration. 

The Prison Family has the Right to recehe consistency in the enforcement of rules; regulatio m and/or 
policies affecting visitation and/or all furms of communication w ilh an incarcerated loved one. 

The Prison Family has the Right to be informed in a timely, clear, forlhright and respectful manner of 
any changes in rules; regulations and/or policies affecting visitation and/or communication wilh an 
incarcerated loved one. 

The Prison Family has the Right to be infurmed wilhin 24 hours and in a compassionate manner 
regarding lhe illness; injury and/or dealh of an incarcerated loved one. 

The Prison Family has the Right to extended visitation during lhe hospitalization of an incarcerated 
loved one. 

The Prison Family has the Right to be informed within 24 hours of the security status change and/or 
transfer of an incarcerated loved one to a new facility. 

The Prison Family has the Right to be provided specific written and evidenced-based reasons for a 
loved one's security status change; clemency denial and/or parole denial. 

The Prison Family has lhe Right to have their incarcerated lowd one housed within a distance from 
lheir permanent address that provides reasonable access fur visitation and/or to lacilitate serving as a 
resource in the rehabilitation and reintegration preparation and parole planning of their incarcerated 
loved one. 

The Prison Family has the Right to be provided lhe current specific name or names and direct phone 
numbers of prison officials to con tact fur questions about lheir incarcerated loved one.
