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Easter WINGS Mixers

Explain that a “raised hand” means everyone gets quiet.

“Parking lot” – go to game leader to find a partner.

Rules – 
Everyone is treated as a Child of God.



Everyone participates.

1. Divide group: Each time have people introduce themselves to one another & say why they came to the party.

· Shorts VS. pants
· Plain shirts VS design on shirts.
· Those who prefer hard boiled eggs to scrambled eggs.
· Those who prefer chocolate eggs instead of jelly beans.
· Clump in groups of favorite color of jelly beans.  (Red, pink, green, yellow, blue, black, white)

2. In the 7 groups (5-6 people in a group – further divide if necessary) discuss the following situations:

· A shy, quiet mother arrives at the party with her 3 young children.  They are holding on to her legs and arms.  What can we do to make them feel welcome?

· The liturgical dancers announce that “everyone is going to dance”.  You see several teenage boys sit down with their arms crossed.  What can we do?

· Two children take their palm branches and start hitting each other on the head.  What can we do?

· A young child sees the Easter eggs and starts to eat them, shell and all.  What can/should we do?
· Elementary-age children start playing with the toddler toys.  What can/should we do?

· A 10-year old boy takes 4 pieces of pizza immediately from the box.  What can/should you do?

· Children don’t want to hold hands and start giggling during the closing prayer, want can/should you do?

· Someone hugs you at the end of the party.  What can/should you do?

3. Discuss appropriate ways of touching/hugging our guests.

4. Divide group – Always introduce yourself and state why you came. 
· Prefer Easter egg hunt in the house or outside?
· Prefer eating Easter Dinner in a home or restaurant?

· Prefer leg of lamb or a ham for your Easter Dinner?


    (Ultimately get to two even groups.)

5. Easter Egg Pass

Use plastic eggs.  Pass out an egg to each person in one of the rows.  On the count of 3, the partners throw the egg to each other.  After each toss, have the lines move back several yards.  If the egg is dropped, the couple is out.  Play until you have one last couple.  Depending on the group, you may want a “couple” from each age group (child, youth & adult) to win. 

6.    Easter Egg Relay 
Two teams line up and pass the egg first over the head of the first person, then through the legs of the second in line, over the head third, etc.  The first team to go to the end of their team and back and sits down first wins.

6. Human Spelling Bee


Divide the large group into smaller groups of 5-8 people, depending on the size of the group.  Give the group a letter and they have to as quickly as possible have every member of the group be a part physically of the letter.  They could lay down (depending upon the site or sit or stand to form the letter.)  Call out the letters:  E, A, S, T, R

7. Teenagers are SPECIAL!

Gather all teenagers in a group, all children in a group, and all adults in another.  Place 1 teenager in the center of a circle of 10-15 adults and children.

A. Have the teenager share something about their youth group at church.

B. Why do they belong?

C. Share a fun experience they have had this past year.

D. Share a camping, mission, or special time they have had with their youth group.

E. Share something they wish their youth group would do.

F. Place a child in the center – have them share something they look up to the youth for.

G. Place an adult in the center – have them share with their circle why they think the youth and children are important to them.

End in a group hug.  Have everyone make a large circle.  Ask everyone to take one step with their right foot into the circle.  You may need to do this again, as you want a very tight circle.  Then ... HUG.
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
