
Explain “Parking Lot”.  (If someone can’t find a partner, the group leader is the “parking lot” and all singles go to the “parking lot” to find a partner.  Put 3 in a group if necessary.)

1. Reindeer Race

Form groups of 10 – 20 in a line

Hands on shoulders again – straight lines

Rt. Kick, left kick, hop, hop, hop
Person at back of line runs to front of line.  Continue pattern until everyone run to front of line.  First team to finish sits down.

2. Name Rover
 
Form groups of 10 – 12
Then 2 groups line up facing each other.
20-24 total
· Kids say their names to the group – faster the better.

· Person on the right end of team 1’s line calls out the name of the person on right end of team 2’s line.  If correctly identified, that person goes to the left end of team 1’s line.  If incorrect, person says their real name and moves to the left end of their own line.

· Teammates may not help with names.  If so, go to other team’s line.

· Play until everyone “captured” or all names are known.

3. Team Slalom

Form circles of 15 – 20 per circle

Divide:

· If choice right now, prefer sunshine and beach?

· Ski slopes, snow, skating, sledding or tubing?

1. Ever made an angel in the snow

2. Ever been tubing

3. Never made a snowman

Put hands on each other’s shoulders, 1st person run through the slalom course, in and out.  Each person must complete the course.  When finished the team should sit down.

Form 2 circles.  Person in the middle makes a comment like:

I have never gone to Disneyland, had tonsils out, driven a car, been in a guys locker room, been to Grand Canyon, seen The Wizard of Oz, toured the White House, eaten spinach, owned a pet, etc.

I Sure Have!

Posters on my wall, been lost, born in another state, played on a soccer team, ridden a horse, fallen on my bike, had an operation, flown in airplane, climbed a mountain, broken a bone, played an instrument, etc.

Everyone needs to find another place in the circle.  Person left out stands in the middle and comes up with a new question.

· Find 2 skills, hobbies, or interest their partners have in common with them.  

· Don’t have in common

Turn to the person on your right

· Share your favorite Christmas memory or a family tradition

· You have just won a dream vacation – You can take someone with you, but the destination must help fulfill your life’s goals, or what you think right now you would like to do with your life

· Share:  Recently solved problem, favorite food, fear, dream recent accomplishment
