Optional Closing Circle Prayer Idea: Each person at the Wings Easter Party is given a “Prayer Chain Strip” to write out their prayer request. One person from each table staples each prayer into a chain and links each chain together.  Everyone is then invited to join the large prayer circle.  The representative from each table comes forward, staples their chain to all the others, and the one long chain is then draped over a cross.  The cross can be one found in the church or two branches nailed together (possibly from a Christmas tree).  That same cross can then be used for Monday Thursday, Good Friday, and Easter services.  The Prayer Chain can also be draped around the church in a symbolic or special location.
