Sample Dinner Time Discussion Topics
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The reason to eat dinner together is to get to know one another better.  Therefore, we suggest that two church volunteers sit at each table, preferably not next to each other.  They are the conversation facilitators for their table.  We recommend that everyone at the table takes part in the conversation, regardless of age, and that everyone has a chance to talk and to be heard.  Questions may be spoken by the Dinner Dean, written on an overhead projector, or typed on a piece of paper found in each “table bag”.
Dinner topics for discussion may include:

Christmas – 

1. Share a favorite holiday tradition or favorite Christmas memory.

2. Describe someone that has been “an angel” to you and why.

3. How does your family celebrate Christmas?

4. What is the most memorable gift you have ever received?  Given?

Easter – 

1. Share a favorite Easter tradition or favorite Easter memory.

2. Describe someone that has been “an angel” to you and why.

3. How does your family celebrate Easter?

4. If you could go anywhere in the world for “Spring Break”, where would you go and why?

Back-to-School – 

1. Share a special memory that you have of the past summer.

2. What excites you the most about the start of the new school year?

3. Share about a special teacher/coach/pastor/parent in your life and why they mean so much to you.

4. What is your favorite class is school and why?  (For adults, what was your favorite subject in school and why?)
