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Party.  Wings is an ecumenical ministry outreach for family members of inmates.

 Party will be held at Church name, address, and phone number. Representatives from 

 area churches from at least 
 different denominations will be hosting this party for children of incarcerated family members.  Family members from the prisons surrounding 

 are all invited to attend.  

The Wings Program is designed so that children and youth of prisoners meet members of local churches who can invite them into their congregations. The Wings Party model is similar to a summer church camping program that is fun, active, and gets all members of the congregation involved in youth ministry.  Wings springs from the passion of caring Christians and the deep concern we have to minister to families of prisoners who have been largely shunned or ignored by our society.

In our society where children are all at risk in one way or another, children whose parent(s) are in prison, face even more challenges.  

· Children of incarcerated family members are six times more likely to end up in prison.  

· If current trends continue, 1 out of 20 Americans will spend time in a State or Federal Prison sometime within their lifetime.  

· The US has over the past 25 years built the largest prison system in the world, locking up more of its citizens than any other nation. 
· Over $30 billion is spent a year incarcerating the more than 3.5 million people that are incarcerated in the country’s 1,500 state and federal prisons, and the nation’s 3,000 jails. 
· The estimated cost to incarcerate an individual varies from $32,000 per year to over $130,000 per year!

· 78% of inmates claim to have had a relative in prison and 1 in 40 children in America have an incarcerated parent.

· The national recidivism rate is about 75% & the recidivism rate at the Women’s prison in Grants, NM is one of the highest in the nation – 82%, and 82% of the inmates claim to be mothers.

· Over 50% of the children who have a parent in prison NEVER visit their parent in prison.

· At least 33% of black men in their twenties are incarcerated or on probation.

· The prison population has more than doubled in the past 10 years.

What are we doing for their family members?

This party hopefully is the beginning for many of these family members to feel welcome and become involved in a local church.
